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But what’s next? Business Resilience might be the next wave. This means 
that measures within companies have to be implemented to ensure that 
their business will survive even in rough waters such as having no or 
limited access to important raw materials. No matter what the next but 
one phase is called all changes will also have massive impact on the 
aerosol industry too. The actual dispensing of a product in an aerosol form 
will hopefully defend its place on the market, as it has many advantages 
compared to others, but the technology itself will have to adapt very fast 
to new challenges. 

Because of the fact that aerosol cans are under permanent internal 
pressure and that a lot of formulations also use flammable propellants 
and solvents, the detailed work done by the industry experts in the 
Industrial Safety and Security Committee and the working groups, will be 
needed to make sure that throughout the supply chain all operations and 
the packages themselves are safe.

Operational safety and security is a top priority within our industry. Our 
knowledge of both the different regulatory bodies and our practical 
experience in a global market, allows us to play a very active role in 
developing appropriate safety regulations for aerosols together with the 
relevant regulators. 

To make and defend a practical proposal for the adaptation of the Seveso-
II Directive to the new GHS system was again a key topic of our work in the 
recent past. The aim was to have a much simpler way to show compliance 
with existing threshold limits without significant changes to the number 
of so called Seveso-II-Sites. We actively supported just this 1:1 translation 
of the existing requirements, but combined with a simplification for both 
the enforcement authorities and industry. However the next project is on 
the horizon: we have to convince regulators that finished products do not 
have the potential to cause a major accident. 

We also followed the implementation of the changes of the 17th edition 
of the UN Model Regulations into the “European” Dangerous Goods 
Regulations, the IMDG Code and the ICAO Technical Instructions. In 
theory the regulations concerning dangerous goods in limited quantities 
are harmonized. But in parallel the next phase of modifications with 
an impact on our industry have been proposed, discussed and partly 
adopted. For example a discussion has been started to restrict the passage 
of road tunnels and new segregation requirements onboard trucks. Both 
restrictions are not justified by accident data. They will have a huge 
impact on the distribution cost of our products and we need to find 
alliances to stop such proposal.

E-Business seems to play a more and more important role. A lot of goods 
are simply dispatched by post. The Universal Postal Union UPU has a 
general ban for dangerous goods in their convention. FEA together with 
other associations has contacted UPU officially to start a process to define 
conditions under which the shipment of products such as aerosols might 
be allowed via postal services. This is to offer practical and safe solutions 
to the public and to companies involved to avoid illegal and/or unsafe, 
undeclared shipments.        

Finally I have to thank again all members of the Committee, the chairman 
and the members of the Working Groups for their efforts and the time 
they spent. I really appreciate the exchange of knowledge and experience 
beyond company borders to achieve the common goal of safety and 
security. Also I would like to thank the FEA Board of Directors for their 
support.
